GETTING STARTED
BATTERY INSTALLATION
1.	 Make sure the unit is turned OFF.
2.	L ocate the battery cover on the back of the unit. 

Use a screwdriver to loosen the screw.
3.	I nstall 2 new AAA batteries following the 

diagram inside the battery box. (The use of new 
alkaline batteries is recommended for maximum 
performance.)

4. 	R eplace the battery cover and tighten the screw 
to secure.

BATTERY NOTICE
•	 Use new alkaline batteries or fully charged NI-MH (Nickel Metal-hydride) 

rechargeable batteries for best performance. 
•	 Use only batteries of the same or equivalent type as recommended.
