3. Install 3 new AA (AM-3/LR6)
batteries following the diagram inside
the battery box.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

With the Pop-a-Ball Pit, safety comes first. To ensure your child’s safety,
adult assembly is required.

WARNING! This product contains small screws. For your child’s
safety, do not let your child play with the toy until it is fully
assembled. Adult supervision is recommended.

1. Insert the Electronic Activity Panel
into the Activity Panel Base. Using a
screwdriver, insert then tighten the two
small screws into the screw holes located
on the back of the Activity Panel Base.

2. Place the Activity Panel Base into
the ball pit. Then, insert the two blue
attachment straps on the back of the ball
pit to the slots on the rear of the Activity
Panel Base.You should then pull on the
straps until the loops pull through the
slots. Next, hook the two blue side straps
to both sides of the Activity Panel Base.

3. Slide the Activity Panel against the
fabric wall. Locate the two slots on the
back of the panel, then secure it to the
fabric wall using the Attachment Clip.
