GETTING STARTED

BATTERY INSTALLATION
1. Make sure the unit is turned OFF. 

2. Locate the battery cover on the back 
of the unit. Use a screwdriver to 
loosen the screw.

3. Instal l  2 new AA (AM-3/LR6) 
batteries following the diagram 
inside the battery box.  (The use of 
new batteries is recommended for 
maximum performance).

4. Replace the battery cover and tighten 
the screw to secure.
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Rotate the packaging locks 90 degrees 
anticlockwise.

Pull out the packaging locks.
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BATTERY NOTICE
•  Use new alkaline batteries for maximum performance. 
• Use only batteries of the same or equivalent type as recommended.
• Do not mix different types of batteries: alkaline, standard (carbon 

zinc) or rechargeable (Ni-Cd, Ni-MH), or new and used batteries.

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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS
The Baby Driver can be played either while attached to a pushchair 
or unattached for sit down play.
To attach the Baby Driver to a pushchair, 
locate the two straps on the back of the 
Baby Driver, tie them around the handle 
of the pushchair and ensure they are 
securely attached.
NOTE: Do not attach the Baby Driver 
to a cot. 

PRODUCT FEATURES

1. ON/OFF/VOLUME CONTROL 
SWITCH

 To turn the unit ON, slide the ON/
OFF/VOLUME CONTROL SWITCH 
to the LOW VOLUME (  ) or HIGH 
VOLUME (  ) position. To turn the 
unit OFF, slide the ON/OFF/VOLUME CONTROL SWITCH to the 
OFF (  ) position.

2. AUTOMATIC SHUT-OFF
 To preserve battery life, the Baby Driver will automatically shut OFF 

after approximately 60 seconds without input. The unit can be turned 
ON again by triggering any electrical function. Spinning the steering 
wheel will not turn the unit back on. 

         REMARK: If the unit repeatedly powers down quickly, we suggest 
changing the batteries.
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ACTIvITIES
1. Slide the ON/OFF/VOLUME CONTROL 

SWITCH to turn the unit ON. You will 
hear a playful song, a fun phrase and 
sounds. The light will flash with the 
sounds.

2. Spin the STEERING WHEEL to 
hear realistic car sound effects and 
imaginative phrases. The light will 
flash with the sounds.

3. Press the LIGHT-UP BUTTON to 
hear realistic car sound effects, 
fun phrases, sing-along songs and 
melodies. When a melody is playing, 
spin the steering wheel, push/pull the 
gear stick, or use the indicator to hear 
sounds play over the melody. The light 
will flash with the sounds. 

4. Push or pull the GEAR STICK to learn 
about opposites through imaginative 
phrases, sounds and short tunes. The 
light will flash with the sounds.
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5. Use the INDICATOR to hear realistic 
car sound effects, imaginative phrases 
and short tunes. The light will flash 
with the sounds.

6. Turn the KEY to hear realistic car 
sound effects and imaginative 
phrases. The light will flash with the 
sounds.

7. Press the HORN BUTTON to hear a 

beep-beep sound.
